All Saints is a popular and oversubscribed school with an excellent 
academic record which provides a first rate education for students 
across the full range of ability.  For the fifth year running the school 
recorded its best ever results with over 77% of students achieving 
5 or more A* to C grades at GCSE.   The average GCSE point 
score per student has risen significantly to 418, demonstrating that 
students of all abilities achieve well at All Saints. 

The Ofsted inspection carried out in April 2008 judged the sixth form to be outstanding and it 
is now heavily oversubscribed.  We are confident that our results will continue to reflect this 
judgement and are looking forward to the redevelopment and refurbishment of the school 
which will include the building of a new state of the art Sixth Form Centre for 360 students.  

The School has been a Sports College since 2001 and has the biggest sporting complex in 
the north of England.  We offer a wide range of sporting activities and programmes both 
through the curriculum and through an extensive number of after school clubs.  We are 
privileged to have the support of local and national coaches who train at the Sports Centre; 
these include high performing athletes in gymnastics, trampolining, basketball and football 

The school’s second specialism is mathematics and this year we will be launching the All 
Saints’ Mathematics Academy.  This development will lead to students being able to follow a 
wide range of courses in mathematics.  For many it will mean that they will be able to obtain 
their GCSE before Year 11 and students studying the subject at A level will be able to 
explore undergraduate mathematics in order to help them choose their courses for 
university.  In addition, those students who join the Academy will become junior members of 
the National Mathematics Association and will be able to attend a number of national and 
local events. 

I am very proud of the support we provide to our students though a system of houses and 
vertical tutoring.  Each form contains students from year groups 7 to 11 providing natural 
opportunities for the youngest members to be helped by the older students. 

In 2004 All Saints was awarded Training School status and is one of only two schools in the 
region to have achieved this award which is given to schools that are considered to have a 
teaching staff sufficiently qualified to train trainee teachers.  We are a leading school in the 
use of ICT in our teaching and administration.  All parents already have access to on line 
reporting and ICT will be a key feature in our new building programme by providing every 
student with access to a PC.   

Above are just a few of the existing and unique features of All Saints.  If you think that All 
Saints is the place where your child can follow their dreams and ambitions then we look 
forward to meeting you at the open evening for parents of prospective entrants on 
24 September 2009.

The curriculum at All Saints Catholic High 
School enables students to: 
 
·  Develop leadership in, and have 

ownership and independence in their 
learning 

·  Grow spiritually to understand and 
embrace the principles of Christian 
morality

the confidence to use these to solve 
problems

Our curriculum is broad and balanced and 
allows for specialisation and support.  For 
example, students are allocated to either 
Spanish or French during their first year 
(Year 7).  They are then guided to choose a 
second language from Year 8, others may 
have additional literacy instead of a second 
language and some students will complete a 
language GCSE in Year 9. 
 
As a Catholic High School we believe the 
religious and spiritual development of our 
students provides a solid base on which 
further growth and motivation is set.  We are 
committed to the philosophical belief that the 
religious dimension of the school improves 
the delivery of the curriculum and enhances 
our student’s education.  All students study 
religious education and are involved in 
collective worship.  At other times voluntary 
activities are available to enhance the 
spiritual development of our community 
including Mass every week and on feast 
days.  Religious retreats provide an 
opportunity for personal reflection and 
prayer.  The school also recognises the 
important events in other world faiths. 
 
The school is a Sports College and Physical 
Education is a curriculum specialism.  
Mathematics is our second specialism and 
we have Lead Department status in Design 
and Technology.  During Years 7 and 8 
Information Communication Technology 
(ICT) is taught in specialist areas across the 
curriculum. 
 
For the third year in school (Year 9), in 
addition to the core curriculum which all 
students follow, students are guided to 
choose a number of subjects within a range 

of Learning Pathways.  Pathways are 
designed to meet different learning styles 
and aspirations and form the foundation for 
further study, training and employment.                                                                                                                  
Students embark on GCSEs in Year 9 in 
Mathematics, English, Science, RE and two 
options.   
 
In addition to GCSEs in Years 10 and 11 
there are a number of additional accredited 
courses that students can study.  These 
courses currently include European 
Computer Driving Licence, Certificates of 
Achievement, BTEC First Diplomas, ALAN 
Testing, Diplomas and Advanced Subsidiary 
(AS) levels.   
 
In all cases the principle applied is to find the 
best course for each student to achieve their 
full potential. 
 
 
Post 16 Courses 
 
A Level subjects are arranged as modular 
courses.  At the end of Year 12 students 
who successfully pass the required modules 
gain an AS level qualification.  They can 
choose to continue to study the subject and 
on successful completion of a further 
number of modules they will be awarded a 
full A Level qualification. 
 
BTEC courses equivalent to 1, 2 or 3 
A Levels are available in Physical Education.  
 
Students may study for a range of 
qualifications depending on their interest and 
aspirations.  The ability to combine BTEC, 
AS and A Level qualifications gives a 
breadth of choice to Post 16 students.   
 
The selection of subjects is taken in 
consultation with the Director of Post 16 and 
the Sixth Form Tutors.  What is a reasonable 
workload is a factor to be considered along 
with interests and career aspirations. 
 
Post 16 students study Religious Education, 
Liberal Studies and General Studies and are 
involved in tutorial sessions.

A co-ordinated programme is delivered 
through a number of subject areas including 
Religious Education, Guidance, and 
Science, to fulfil these aims and objectives. 
 
 
Special Educational Needs 
 
The school has an integrated resource for 
students who have physical disabilities.  
These students are admitted to the school 
via the LA and have a statement of special 
educational need which recommends this 
type of provision.  Any other students with 
statements of special educational needs 
who wish to be admitted to the school are 
considered alongside all other applicants, 

using the school admission criteria.  The 
Governing Body makes every effort to 
accommodate any child with special learning 
needs when it has been agreed by the 
Governors that the school can offer an 
appropriate educational environment for the 
child and the necessary support and 
resources are available. 
 
Teaching assistants provide additional 
support for students with statements of 
special educational need.  This allows these 
students to be supported within mainstream 
lessons alongside their peers for the majority 
of their lessons.  Small group and individual 
teaching is also available for identified 
students to develop skills in specific areas of 
learning. 
 
The SENCO and support staff work closely 
with subject teachers developing resources 
and teaching approaches to support the 
learning of all students within the classroom. 
 
Strong links have been established and are 
maintained with external agencies including 
educational psychologists, hearing and 
learning support teams.  This ensures that 
the necessary expertise is available to 
provide advice, training and support for the 
school. 
 
The Special Educational Needs Policy is 
reviewed every year by the Governing Body. 
In addition, an Accessibility Plan is in place 
to support our work towards greater 
inclusion for all students in line with the 
Disability Discrimination Act (1995).   
 
The Accessibility Plan is available from the 
school in its full form.  It sets out the 
programme of development for:

Student Support 
 
Students are assigned to a tutor group of 25 
students.  These tutor groups are arranged 
into five houses each with a Head of House 
and two House Mentors.

Belief – Fides 

 
The progress of all students is monitored 
closely through the year through the 
assessment of coursework and homework.  
Reports are sent home to parents twice each 
year and parents are invited to a parents’ 
evening to discuss progress.   
 
In addition parents can access live on-line 
data that informs them about their child’s 
progress and attitude to learning.   
 
Students with particular needs have 
individual plans and the Student Support 
Team co-ordinate review meetings with 
parents as appropriate to monitor progress.

We are proud of our school and our uniform 
reflects this.  Recently we introduced a navy 
blue blazer and this is compulsory for 
students joining the school. A school polo 
shirt may be worn under the blazer rather 
than a shirt and tie during the summer term.
